Examples of good mothers in the Bible 
are: Hannah - 1 Samuel 1:20-28 She   
petitioned the Lord for a son and prom-
ised that she would lend him to the Lord.

Jochebed - Exodus 2:1-10 She protected 
her infant child against the evil intent of 
an Egyptian Pharoah.  At the request of 
Pharoahs’s daughter she became his nurse 
and took every opportunity to instill in 
Moses, faith in God to the point that he 
refused to be called the son of Pharoah’s 
daughter and chose to suffer affliction 

with the people of God than to enjoy the 
pleasures of sin.  (Hebrews 11:23-26)

that had an adverse affect on their chil-
dren and generations to come.   
    She was the daughter of Ethbaal King 
of the Zidonians (1 Kings 16:31).  She 
married Ahab King of Israel.  She stirred 
up wickedness in Ahab that made him the 
wickedest king Israel had. (1 Kings 
21:25) She practices witchcraft and 
whoredom (2 Kings 9:22)  Her sons were 
Ahaziah and Jehoram who also became 
wicked kings of Israel (1 Kings 22:40-53; 
2 Kings 3:1). But Jezebel’s influence was 
not over. Her daughter Athaliah married 
Jehoram son of Jehoshaphat king of 
Judah (2 Kings 8:18,26)  When Ahaziah, 
Athaliah’s wicked son was killed by Jehu, 
Athaliah had all the royal seed killed but 
one who was hidden by his sister. (2 
Chron. 22:8-12) 
    O, the influence that mothers have over 
their children! If it is good, it begets good 
for generations. If it is bad, it gets worse!
