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 Jesus said, “I must work the works 
of him that sent me while it is yet day: the 
night cometh when no man can 
work.” (John 9:4)  What works did Jesus 
have in mind? In this context miracles 
were the subject.  But these miracles were 
performed to convince people of the au-
thority Jesus had from God. (John 14:11)  
Jesus did not come to bear witness of 
himself. Jesus did not come to do his own 
thing. He came to do the will of the Fa-
ther. Everything He did was in accor-
dance with God’s will. Everything He 
taught were the words of God. (John 
8:28) When Jesus fed the hungry that was 
the work of the Father. (Matt. 14:21) 
When Jesus took time for children that 
was the work of the Father. (Matt. 19:13, 
14) 
 In John 17, Jesus prayed to God 
for the unity of all who believe on Him. 
“That they all may be one; as thou, Fa-
ther, art in me, and I in thee, that they 
also may be one in us: that the world may 
believe that thou hast sent me.” (21) As 
believing Christians we are to be  one 
with Christ and God as Christ and God 

are one. If Jesus came to this world sim-
ply to do the Father’s will, that must be 
our purpose as well. Therefore, all we do 
and say, must be actions and words that 
comply with the will of God. 
 As Jesus humbled himself and be-
came obedient unto death, so must we. As 
Jesus was glorified for His obedience, so 
shall we be glorified. (Phil. 2:8,9; Rom. 
8:17) 
      There were times when in the flesh 
Jesus became weary. There were times he 
was falsely accused for his good works. 
There were numerous times he was not 
appreciated for what he did. But He knew 
who He was.  He knew where He was 
going.  That is why he never gave up. 
That is why he was faithful to God even 
in His death. That is why he accom-
plished what He had come to do.  With 
this same attitude and motivation, we will 
never give up. We will never give in. We 
will never quit. We are here to do the will 
of God while it is yet day. When the day 
is over - we will be ready to be with God 
forever!
