     What must I believe? - His gospel – 
Acts 15:7; 2 Cor. 4:4 – that Jesus died for 
our sins, was buried, and rose from the 
dead – 1 Corinthians 15:1-8 
 
     When do I receive salvation? - When I 
obey the gospel.  - Heb. 5:8,9; Mark 
16:15.16   
 
      Where do I receive salvation? In the 
blood of Christ that he shed on the cross. 
Matthew 26:28; Romans 5:9,10 
 
       How do I receive salvation? By being 
baptized into his death, burial and resur-
rection – Romans 6:3-8,17; Acts 2:38, 41, 
47; Colossians 2:12,13 
     Another question must be asked and 

answered, “Can I lose this salvation?” 
If I lose it, it will not be because of any 
weakness of Jesus –  He has the power  to 
save. (John 10:28)  If I lose it, it will be 
because I have neglected it  - Hebrews 
2:3; have refused to repent of sin in my 
life – 1 John 1:7-10; or because I have 
gone back to the ways of the world –  2 
Peter 2:20-22.   
 
     Jesus is the truth – John 14:6.  He has 
revealed the truth that will make us free – 
John 8:32.  He wants all men to be saved 
and come to a knowledge of the truth – 1 
Timothy 2:4.  His word is truth. John 
17:17   
 
     Yes, one must believe and receive, but 
it does make a difference what we believe 
and when, where, and how we receive it.

COUNSELING 
 

 Not every minister enjoys counseling.  But other
