NEW PREACHER SELECTION PROCESS
CLARIFICATION

There have been many questions recently
concerning where we are and at what point the
congregation as a whole will be involved in the
final selection of a new preacher. As intended
from the beginning the steps of the process are as
follows:

1. Selection committee composes job
description/requirements, advertises, accepts
resume’s through November 30

2. Selection committee sorts out applicants and
resume’s and narrows to 5-10 candidates to
interview and try-out. Try-outs began eanly i
the process and continue through the end of the
year.

3. After try-outs and interviews are concluded, a
poll of the congregation will be conducted by
secret ballot, beginning Sunday the week of
December 25th

4. Selection committee presents congregational
preferences as well as doctrinal/scriptural
qualifications of each candidate to the next
Men'’s Business Meeting.

5. Men’s Business Meeting participants will
examine congregation voting results and
interview findings in hopes of arriving at a
final candidate to be selected. If no clear
majority preference candidate is readily
determined Men’s Business Meeting will
reconvene to determine path-forward (i.e.
