They Keep Watch

"Obey your leaders, and sub-
mit to them; for they keep watch over
your souls, as those who will give an
account. Let them do this with joy
and not with grief, for this would be
unprofitable for you." (Hebrews
13:17) A responsibility of church
leaders is to keep watch over the
souls of church members. These
leaders will someday give an ac-
count for their work. Such work is
difficult enough when Christians as-
semble regularly and are in contact
with one another. Can you imagine
the complication when members are
seldom or never present? If church
leaders are expected to assume re-
sponsibility for such oversight,
church members need to assume
responsibility for regular attendance.

Members who
chronically forsake the assembly
with no good reason are admonished
to return. If this is disregarded, they
may be dropped from membership.

Remove a Christian from the
assembly of other Christians.
Though he may continue in faith for
awhile, ultimately he dies.
