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This Do In Remembrance  

"And when He had taken some 
bread and given thanks, He broke 
it, and gave it to them, saying, 'This 
is My body which is given for you; 
do this in remembrance of 
Me.'" (Luke 22:19) 

This command of Jesus refers to 
communion or the Lord's supper. 
The early church, directed by the 
Apostles of Jesus, met regularly for 
communion. The one who forsakes 
the assembly disregards this com-
mand.  

Elsewhere Jesus said, "Truly, 
truly, I say to you, unless you eat 
the flesh of the Son of Man and 
drink His blood, you have no life in 
yourselves." (John 6:53) While 
some might argue that this does 
not refer directly to the Lord's sup-
per, where else is the eating of His 
flesh and drinking His blood fulfilled 
in the Christian walk? He who for-
sakes the assembly forsakes the 

remembrance of the Lord's supper. 
It isn't long before the outcome of 
"no life" becomes reality.  

What To Do  

If you have forsaken the assem-
bly of Christians, we encourage 
you to take these steps 

Decide to return immediately. 
Let church leaders know of your 
decision. Make this a once-for-all 
lifetime decision, not a weekly one.  

Adjust   your schedule so that 
regular church attendance is a part 
of your life. If your work schedule 
conflicts, share your problem with 
church leaders. They and the con-
gregation can pray with you for a 
resolution of the conflicts.  

 Return  to the assembly. 
Church attendance is not an op-
tional matter. It is a way of life. 
Make it a habit. See you in the as-
sembly next Lords Day…
