� ackbiting - In Ps. 15:3, it means to run about 
tattling, gossiping; in Prov. 25:23, secret tale bear-
ing or slandering; in Rom. 1:30 and 2 Cor. 12:20, 
evil-speaking, maliciously defaming the absent.��������
���� ny evil work of the tongue - Not all speech is 
evil for example reading a child the Bible, or 
teaching someone a new skill requires the use of 
the tongue. Although many good things can come 
from the tongue it can also be used for evil. Evil 
that comes from the mouth is such things as slan-
der, lying, and gossip.��������
���� owardly and cruel in nature.��������
���� indness and godliness forgotten (Eph. 4:31-
32).  
 
What evil speaking does? 
���� reaks “the golden rule” (Matt. 7:12).��������
����nflicts pain and injury- John Gottman a mar-
riage counselor says he can predict with 87 per-
cent accuracy if a married couple will divorce by 
the negative attitudes picked up in a married cou-
ples conversation. Negative interactions are ten to 
twenty times more powerful in predicting divorce 
than positive interactions (quoted from Paul 
Faulkner).��������
���� ransgresses the law of love (Mt. 22:39; Rom. 

13:10).��������
����gnites evil (James 3:5-6)- How many wars, di-
vorces, and other troubles have started with the 
use of careless words? ����
���� ever blesses any person. When was the last 
time you felt really good about the evil things 
someone said about you? When was the last time 
you felt really good about the evil you said of 
someone else? ����

tongue to your life- Eph. 4:29, “Let no corrupt 
communication proceed out of your mouth, but 
that which is good to the use of edifying, that it 
may minister grace unto the hearers.” Imagine 
how much better our lives would be if we used 
our words to build up each other?��������
���� ick friends carefully (1 Cor. 15:33). Who we 
pick as our friends does make a difference in the 
way we act, live and talk, so pick wisely.
