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 The following article comes from brother 
Ron Clayton and his wife Karen, who are mission-
aries in India. 

I want to share something with 
you that happened on my very first trip to 
India.  It was during my first week of 
work.  I was distributing Bibles.  I cannot 
remember the method employed for this 
chore, but as I look back on it, I doubt 
that anything would have worked be-
cause of the out come.  We handed out 
Bibles to all who were there, and I 
thought all was going well.  That’s what I 
thought. 

Then we got down to the bottom 
of the barrel, so to speak.  Ten Bibles 
left, then seven, then four, then down to 
one.  But we had two men who needed 
and wanted that last  Bible.  They did not 
resort to  violence over it.  No hitting.  
No shouting.  Just a tug of war.  I guess 
that qualifies for a type of fighting but 
can you imagine that!  Fighting for who 
would get a Bible!  Don’t think I have 
ever seen that in America! 

Every time I go to buy Bibles 
and New Testaments in India to distrib-
ute to those who need them, I think of 
that experience.  I am reminded of how 
much these people really want to know 
what God says.  In great numbers, they 
are truly hungering and thirsting for the 
Truth of God!  How many Bibles do you 
have in your home? 
As I read brother Clayton’s     article I 

could not think of one time in my ministry I saw 
people struggling to get a Bible.  I have been in-
volved with some heated discussions about which 
Bible translation of the Bible to use, but have 
never seen anyone fighting to get a Bible.  Often 
when the subject of Bible translations is discussed 
some people have very strong personal feelings 
about using one translation over another.  Some 
people have argued over their particular transla-
tions to the point that they leave congregations 
and make a wreck of their and others faith. 

Brother Clayton’s article puts things into 
perspective, lets be glad that we have a Bible and 
lets help those who do not have one get one.  It is 
so sad to hear Christians and churches fighting 
over which Bible translation to use when there are 
many in our world that do not even have a Bible 
of any     translation to read.  The best Bible to 
have is the one that is read.
